National Dairy Research Institute (NDRI)
Deemed  University  (herm-after
referred to as the Institute), serves as
the prime centre for Research,
Extension and Manpower Development
for the country in the field of Dairying.
The Institute has developeddm the
erstwhile Imperial Institute of Animal
Husbandry and Dairying established at
Bangalore in 1923. The main campus of
NDRI is now located at Karnal in
Haryana State. It has two regional
stations: Southern Regional Station at
Bangalore and Eastern Reggd Station
located at Kalyani (West Bengal).

Location and climate

National Dairy Research Institute is
located on the northern outskirts of
Karnal city in Haryana, on the National
Highway No. 1, about 125 km North of
Delhi. It is well connected by road and
rail being on the main trunk route
connecting Delhi with Amritsar and
Chandigarh.

The elevation of Karnal is 250 meters,
above mean sea level, latitude 29.43 N
and longitude 77.2 E. Minimum

temperature falls to near freezing point

in winter and maximum goeagp to45°C
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in summer. The annual rainfall is about
70 cm.

Organization

The Director is the administrative Head
of the Institute and its regional stations.
He is assisted by three Joint Directors in
administration, coordination of

academic, research and extension
activities of various divisions and
regioral stations.

Facilities in Education

There are modern facilities for delivery
of lectures as the classrooms are
provided with internet & multimedia

gadgets. Each division has well
equipped Undergraduate &
Postgraduate Laboratories for conduct
of practical classes. For Pagtduate
research  work, well equipped
specialized laboratories are available in
different divisions.

Most of the faculty have international
exposure and possess degrees earned
from reputed Indian and foreign
universities. Besides, subjectmatter
specialists from the different countries
of the world come to tle Institute as
adjunct faculty on teaching research/
assignments.

the recent scientific developments
needs of burgeoning dairy industry.
Centres of excellence in milk
production, milk processing and
biotechnology have been estaditied at
the Institute with the financial
assistance from UNDP/ICAR/DBT.

The Institute has seven hostels with
modern facilities, of which two are
exclusively for girl students. Married
students are also provided with
separate hostel facilities. An
International Hostel is also available for
overseas students.

Facilities in Dairy Production

The Institute maintains a Livestock herd
having about 1950 animals consisting of
different breeds of cattle (Karan Swiss,
Karan Fries, Tharparkar, Sahiwal),
Murrah buffaloes and goats. The
animals are being maintained and fed
as per standard scientific practices.
Several programmes are being carried
out for attaining higher productivity per
animal. Modern State of Art Milking 1.7
Parlours¢ Hat Barn and Varidendom
systems have been commissioned for
efficient and clean milk production. The
average production of milk per day in
the Livestock Research Centre varies
between 3500 to 4500 liters during
different months.

Milking Parlour

The anmnals are maintained under loose
housing system. To manage the elite
cows and buffaloes, the State of Art
shelter system with facilities of
individual animal feeding and data
recording is in place. A fodder farm of
approximately 400 hectares supplies

freshgreen fodders like Maize, Cowpea,
Berseem and Oats. Avell-equipped

workshop is available for maintaining
the farm equipment and machinery.
Model dairy units for demonstration of
package of practices with high

producing dairy cows and buffaloes are
also mantained for the benefit of
farmers and trainees.

Awell-equippeddairy plant for handling
10,000 litres milk per day was installed
in 1962 andsubsequentlyrenovated in
the year 1984. Basiequipment are
available for processing different type
of milk, fat rich products, indigenous
milk products, condensed and dried
milk products, various types of cheese
and fermented milk products. Facilities
are available for the product
development and to give practical
training to the students for familiarizing
them with the operational aspects of a
commercial dairy. During the year 1989
a Revolving Fund Scheme was
introduced in Experimental Dairy under
AP cess Fund Project by the Ministry of
Agricultue.
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Experimental Dairy

In the year 2004, Experimental Dairy
has been granted International
Standards Certification for its quality
and Food Safety Policy i.e. ISO
90012000 HACEES000. In March

2010, Experimental Dairy has been
certified for 1SO 9002008 &

HACE®-15000.

Model Dairy Plant

With the objective of providing facilities
for imparting inplant training to the
students of NDRI Deemed University, a
commercial dairy has been established
or its premisesunder the auspices of
Operation Flood FPigramme. The dairy
plant has state of the Art Facilitates for
various processes. The plant has been
designed to handle 60,000 liters of milk
per day with the capital investment of
Rs. 11 crore. In the first phase of the
project, the dairy plant has been
equipped with facilities for processing
and packing of market milk, ice cream,
cheese,Paneerand ghee. Students of
NDRI are trained in various operations
in the plant so that they getamble
exposure of managing the
manufacturing operations under
commercialenvironment. Thisrenders

them much needed skills and to

manage middle aplomb level
managerial positiog in the Dairy
Industry.

Business Planning and Development
(BPD)

The BPD unit at the institute,main
campus of is established with the
objective b promote dairy and food
agribusiness entrepreneurs through
enhancing their technical and business
skills, commercialization of dairy and
food technologies; provide services on
marketing assistance, quality
evaluation, research and development
for businessdevelopment and assist
small entrepreneurs for setting up their
business ventures. The reservoir of
technology developed on the basis of
R&D work done at the Institute is
transferred for the infusion of science
and technology in the area of Dairy
Producton, Dairy Processing and Dairy
Management on professional basis
through the consultancy services.

The BPD extends help for strengthening
the dairy industry in the country by
providing R&D support towards new
product, process and equipment
development, problem solvingesearch
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and also undertaking sponsored
research programs. The consultancy
services are also provided for the
LINS LI NI GAz2Y 2 ¥
feasibility reports for new projects,
vetting of project proposals received
through financial institutions, testingf
dairy products for export/import etc.
Specialized training programs are also
conducted at this Institute from time to
time for imparting training to the
students/ entrepreneurs. The revenue
earned through the consultancy
services is utilized for stretitgening the
R&D infrastructure of the institute.

National Library in Dairying

The Institute's Library has an impressive
collection of literature on Dairy Science
and related subjects. More than 100
periodicals are subscribed to keep track
of the curent scientific/technical

developments. There are 93,070
volumes which includes 52,821 books,
standard and annual reports, 34,019
bound journals, 4,730 theses and 1,500
CDs. Library has an excellent computer
section having fifty workstations for

students aml staff of the institute.

Students use these to get current
information in the advanced research

areas and for communication. 1.11

The Library provides Internet, Email,
Documentation, Reference, Current

publications, reports, conference
proceedings and reprints etc. available
on KrishiKostinstitutional Repository
of Indian National Agridtural Research
System. Besides, complete online
library catalogue is also available on
URL: library.ndri.res.in by using
KohaLibrary Management System.

Computer Facilities

Computer Centre is a central facility to
provide computational support and
training to the scientists, students,

research scholars and the
administration. There is a well-
established Computer Laboratory

equipped with latest computer systems
together with laser printers. The
computer systems support FORTRAN, C,



C++ and Visual Pmagnming languages.

A large number of software packages
such as LIMDEP, LS¥B, MATLAB,
MSOffice 2003/2007, MySQL Server
2008, SAS 9.3, SPSS 18, SYSTAT, TORA,
etc., are available in different
environments, i.e., LINUX, Windows/
Windows Server (98, 2000,0@8, XP,
NT). The Agriculture Knowledge
Management  Unit (AKMU) cell
established with the help of ICAR is fully
functional with the Internet and -enail
connectivity through National
Knowledge Network (NKN) node (1
Gbps) provided by the National
Informatics Centre (NIC) Govt. of India
and through leased line provided by
ERNET India Ltd. The Institute has a
Local Area Network (LAN) connecting all
the divisions/ sections through optical
fiber/UTP cable to cover the main
buildings and through ADSL switches for
distantly located buildings, providing
connectivity to all the Scientists,
Technical/ Administrative  Officers/
Students. Student hostels are also
connected to Institute LAN through
Wi-Fi network to enable the students to
access these Internet and library
resources round the clock. AKMU cell is
also undertaking the implementation of
ICAR  sponsored programs like
Personnel Management Information
System (PERMISNEet), National
Information System for Agriculture
Education Network (NISAGENet) and
Half yearly ProgresMonitoring System
(HYPM). Also, Statistical Cell is
functioning under Computer Centre,
which disseminates university related
information to various state and
nationatlevel government agencies.

2.1 Southern Regional Station by locating a Central Artificial Insemination
Centre KeyVillage Scheme and Southern
2.1.1 Southern Regional Station (SRS) of IEAR Regional Animal Nutritional Research

National Dairy Research Institute is the
pioneering institgion in Dairying and has
undergone a series of changes during its
history of more than ninety years. It has its
origin on the 1st July 1923 as Imperial
Institute of Animal Husbandry and Dairying
established as a centre for training and
research in dairyingn the country. One of
the memorable events of the Imperial
Institute was the visit of Mahatma Gandhi
in 1927 who got acquainted with scientific
dairy farming. After independence,
Imperial Dairy Research Institute was
renamed as Indian Dairy Research
Institute. The activities of the Institute
were further strengthened during 19524

Centre at Bengaluru. Indian Dairy Research
Institute was reorganised in 1955 and
renamed as ICARational Dairy Research
Institute with headquarters at Karnal. The
establishment at Bengaluru was
re-designated as Southern Regional Station
of ICARNational Dairy Research Institute.

Location and ClimateSouthern Regional

Station of NDRI is located in Adugodi,
Hosur Road, National Highway No.7 about
7 Km from Bengaluru City and Cantonment
Railway Stations. Bengaluru is well known
for its salubrious climate with the

maximum temperature of about 37°C and
minimum temperature of about 15°C. The
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average rainfall of the city is about 100 cm
per year

Administrative Block, SRS, ICAR-NDRI, Bengaluru

Activities: The Station is engaged in
research, teaching, training, transfer of
technology, extensin and consultancy

activities through following Sections: Dairy
Chemistry and  Bacteriology, Dairy
Technology, Dairy Engineering, Dairy
Production (Animal Genetics & Breeding,
Animal Nutrition, Livestock Production &
Management and Animal Biotechnology),
Eonomics and Statistics,
Livestock Research Centre and Education &
Training.

Education and Training Programmes: Post
graduate programmes in Dairy Technology
and Dairy Engineering and Ph.Dprogramme
in Dairy Engineering, and dissertation work
in postgraduate and Ph.Dprogrammes in
various disciplines of dairying are offered

at this Station. Further, a number of short 2.1.8

term training courses in milk production,
processing and quality assurance of milk
and dairy products are also being offered.
Sirce 2013, the Station has been offering
Diploma in Dairy Technology Programme.

Dairy Production Facilities: The Livestock
Research Centre of the Station has the
necessary infrastructure needed for milk

production. The fodder farm of 24 hectares
raises high yielding fodder crops round the
year for the cattle herd. The cattle farm
houses about 250 cattle (200 Deoni and 50
crossbred). The milking average is 4.5
kg/day for Deoni and 12 kg/day for
crossbhred cows. Best yield of Deoni cow is
11.5 kg/day and36 kg/day for crossbred
COows.

Dairy Processing Facilities: The
Experimental Dairy Plant has the capacity
to process 1000 litres of milk/day. The
plant has facilities for processing liquid milk
and preparation of cheese, yoghurt,
icecream, butter, milk powder and
indigenous dairy products such as dabhi,
ghee, khoa, channa, paneer, kunda etc. A
variety of dairy products manufactured and
sold through the milk parlour are very
popular in the city. The students and
trainees of the Institute get hands on
experience in the dairy plant. There are
laboratories which are well equipped for
carrying out sensory and texture analysis
and characterization of dairy and food
products.

Quality Assurance Facilities: The Station
has well established laboratorie®rf the
evaluation of chemical and microbiological
quality and safety of dairy and food
products. These laboratories conduct
research and training in Dairy Chemistry
and Microbiology as well as render
analytical services for the dairy and food
industry.

Engineering Facilities: The Dairy
Engineering Section has mechanical, civil
and electrical workshop facilities. The
Section has research facilities for analyzing
the physical, thermal and rheological

properties and drying, packaging, retort
processingetc. of dairy and food products.

The Section is also involved research on
processing and packaging and modelling of
heat and mass transfer associated with
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2.2

various unit operations in the processing of
dairy and food products.

Library Facilities: Thelrary holds 12,743
books, 10,857 bound volumes, 2,674
theses and subscribes for various Indian
and Foreign Journals relevant to various
disciplines of dairy science through CERA in
addition to subscription for hard copies of
about 25 Indian Journals. Thébrary also
has facilities like photocopying, scanning
and internet access.

Other Facilities: The Station has well
established computer facilities  with
internet and WiFi access. There are LAN
enabled computer facilities (about 60
computer systems) to facilitate data
analysis, documentation, -mail
communication and programming
packages for staff and students.

Seminar Rooms and Auditoriums facilitate
the conduct of meetings, student seminars
and Institute functions. The Station has
classrooms wellguipped with audio visual
aids. Workstations are established in the
Sections for the PG and Ph.D students.

Eastern Regional Station

The Eastern Regional Station was
established at the Central Dairy,
Calcutta in 1964 and was shifted to
Kalyani during 966 about 50 km north
of Calcutta and was located in the
Administrative Building of the Kalyani
University. The regional Animal
Nutrition Research Centre of the ICAR
till then located at Haringhata, West
Bengal, was merged with the ERS of
NDRI with effectfrom Junel, 1968. In
1978, the government of West Bengal
granted 100 acres of land at Kalyani
where cattle sheds, forage unit, staff
quarters, etc. were gradually built up.

The station built its own laboratory
building and the entire station started
functioning within the same campus
from May, 1987.

The main objective of establishing the
Eastern Regional station is to identify
the major constraints of dairy
production and management in eastern
and north eastern In@ and to offer
plausible solutions through research
and extension activities to those
problems. It serves as a vital link
between the main Institute and the far
flung areas of the Eastern and North
Eastern parts of the country for transfer
of technology deeloped at the institute
and provide appropriate feedback after
trial for perfection. The research work
undertaken at this station is mainly
strategic and applied in nature, and the
thrust of research is to improve the
sociceconomic condition of dairy
farmers of the region.

Location and Climate: Kalyani is located
at the lower Gangetic basin of West
Bengal in Nadia district, 48 km north
from Kolkata and is well connected by
rail and road. ERS is around 2 km away
from the Kalyani railway station. The
climaic condition is hot humid. The
average annual maximum temperature
is 32C and the minimum temperature
is 20C. The maximum humidity is 91%



and minimum humidity is 58%. The
annual rainfall is around 1250 mm.

Infrastructure: The Eastern Regional
Station of ICAR¢ NDRI has effective
infrastructure facilities like Research
laboratories, Dairy Farm, Fodder Farm,
Library and Computer Unit, Guest
House, Student Hostel, etc. Presently,
there are eight research disciplines
which are actively engaged in research,
training and extension work.

Research Laboratories: The station has
research laboratories that are actively
involved in strategic and applied
research in the disciplines of Animal
Nutrition, Livestock Production
Management, Dairy Extension, Animal
Biotechndogy, Animal Physiology,
Animal Reproduction & Animal Genetics
and Breeding.

Cattle Yard: The Cattle yard of the
station maintains around 190crossbred
cattle. The cattle yard comprises of Calf
shed, Heifer shed, Experimental animal
shed, Milch animal shedMilking Byre
etc. which are being utilized for
production, research as well as for
hands on training, demonstration and
orientation for the dairy farmers of the
region on different aspects of scientific
dairy farming.

Fodder Farm: Forage section is epga
in cultivation of quality fodder crops
(including organic fodder) in about 30
hectare areas. The section manages
harvesting and provides chaffed or
unstaffed fodder crops to the farm
animals. Besides cultivation of fodder
crops, the section also has mini
workshop for regular servicing of
agricultural ~ machineries  including
tractors, chaff cutter etc. There is also
an agrimeteorological observatory
from where regular meteorological
observations are recorded. There are

about 700 plants of teak, sissaetc.
growing around the institute premises.
Besides, there is a fodder herbarium for
training and demonstration purpose.
Recently, a feed milling plant is being
installed at this campus for preparing
the experimental concentrate
formulations.

Library: The library contains 1521

books, 3458 volumes of bound journals
and other periodicals in the field of

Dairying. Besides, Annual Reports of
different Institutes and proceedings of
various workshops and seminars are
also available for reference.

Computer CentreThe computer centre

has networking and data entry facilities
for statistical analysis of experimental
data of various research projects and
Cattle Yard. In addition, the data of milk
production, fodder and feed supply,
reproductive performance and

meteorology is maintained on a day to
day basis.

Extension and Transfer of Technology:
The round the year extension services
includes Training programmes,
Exhibitions, Health & fertility camps,
off-campus training camps etc. Field
visits, capsule courses and entation
programmes are also organized for the
farmers of Dairy Cooperative Societies
and NGOs on request.

Academic Cell: Dissertation work in
Masters and Ph.Dprogrammes in
various disciplines of dairying are
offered at this Station. Since 2014, the
Staton has been offering Diploma in
Animal Husbandry & Dairying (DAHD)
Programme.

Goat unit: Goat unit of the station
maintains around 35 numbers of Black
Bengal goats for research, teaching,
training and demonstration purposes
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The Institute offers Ph.D. programmes
at NDRI, Karnal and after doing course
work the students may be placed at
Main Campus, Karnal or Southern
Regional Station,Bangalore/ Eastern
Regional Station, Kalyamiampus and
also other ICAR Institutes for
undertaking the thesis work. Ph.D.

Shie is also required to stay
atleast 18 months with the Major
Advisor to pusue herhis research work
for thesis. Extension of time will be
allowed in a very specific case with
justified reasons.

Eligibility Requirements

Candidates having passed (or due to
appear at the final examination) their
al a6 SNDa RS JanddSfield vy
with Overall Grade Point Average
(OGPA) of at least 6.60/ 10.00 in
ten-point scale, at least 3.25/5.00 in
five-point scale, at least 2.60/ 4.00 in
four-point scale for General, OBC and
UPS categories candidates whereas for
SC/ ST/ Physically Hiicapped (PH)
candidates the said requirement is an
OGPA of at least 5.60/10.00, 2.75/ 5.00,
2.20/ 4.00 respectively. In other cases,
where gradepoints are not awarded
and only marks are awarded, the
candidate must have secured at least
60% marks for Germal, OBC and UPS
categories whereas for SC/ ST/ PH
categories the minimum requirement is
50% marks. (Please note that
equivalence between OGPA and %
marks will not be acceptable). The
candidate must have completed all
requirements including thesis viva c@®
examination or project training etc., on
or before 3£ July 2017.
